The Nominating Committee is hereby calling for nominations for the following open offices:

Issue – Procurement (2 positions)
The Procurement Co-Chair plans, coordinates and moderates the Procurement Committee meetings and activities.  The Procurement Committee advises and advocates on legislative and regulatory procurement issues and works with agencies to ensure fair treatment relating to government contracts for small and women-owned businesses, specifically the unbundling of federal contracts and effective subcontracting plans.  The Procurement Co-Chairs will additionally provide advice, assistance, and strategy for the Give Me 5 program.

Council - Strategic Alliances (1 position)
The Strategic Alliance Co-Chair plans, coordinates and moderates the Strategic Alliance meetings and activities.  The Council has been established to seek out alliances and assist the organization with the overall strategic outreach and future partnerships for growth with local universities and college programs.  The Council is currently completing its strategic plan.

Council – Communications (2 positions)
The Council supports the WIPP mission helping it build a unified and consistent communications strategy to increase awareness of WIPP among women business owners, to its dues-paying membership community, and elected officials and their staff through publicizing WIPP events and activities via the WIPP website, articles in WIPP publications and social media, and by raising awareness of WIPP through support of other WIPP initiatives including Instant Impact and other membership activities.  

Council – Membership (1 position)
The Membership Council Co-Chair plans, coordinates and moderates the Membership Council meetings and activities.  The Membership Council oversees the implementation of the overall membership strategy and works with the Communications Council and Strategic Alliance Councils and the Instant Impact Team chairs to ensure that WIPP’s membership strategy goals for growth and retention are accomplished.

Council – Coalition Partner (1 position)
The Coalition Partner Co-Chair oversees the Coalition Partner meetings and activities.  This program team is a key facet of the strategy for building partnerships and engaging affiliate partner participation in WIPP activities, and building WIPP membership    The Co-Chairs first objective is to develop a strategy for a visible outreach program to promote growth and engagement.

At Large Member (4 positions)
The At-Large Member, a non-voting member of the Executive Advisory Board supports the Board’s activities, and assumes special project assignments.



Issue – Tax (2 positions)
The Tax/Regulatory Issues Co-Chair plans, coordinates and moderates the Tax/Regulatory Issues Committee.  The Committee advises and advocates on tax issues affecting small businesses such as an overhaul of the current tax structure, estate tax, repeal, investment incentives, etc.  The committee will also advise and advocate for clear, concise federal regulations on issues relating to small businesses.

Vice President (1 position)
The vice president of the Executive Advisory Board shall perform duties that may be assigned by the president and/or chair of the Executive Advisory Board.
