Eliminate Environmental Impact

ÅBy FY 2020, GSA will reduce its annual greenhouse gas 
(GHG) emissions by 30 percent from its FY 2008 levels. 

Å GSA will reduce its GHG emissions from sources owned 
or controlled by GSA by 28 percent by FY 2020. 

ÅGSA will reduce its GHG emissions from indirect sources 
by 44 percent by FY 2020.

ÅGSA will shrink its GHG emissions to just 1.8 million tons 
of carbon.

ÅGSA will increase its investment in energy and water 
conservation projects across its inventory of owned Federal 
buildings in order to reduce facility energy intensity to 
48,926 BTU/GSF by FY 2020. 

ÅGSA will design all new Federal buildings to deliver energy 
performance at least 30 percent below industry standards 
for energy efficiency in non-residential buildings, achieve 
the U.S. Green Building Council's Leadership in Energy and 
Environmental Design (LEED) Gold certification, and meet 
Energy Star standards.
